Maintain Your Instrument

Clean and Care for the Instrument
Follow the manufacturer’s guidelines for cleaning.

Regularly check for and repair any damage.

Store the Instrument Properly
Keep the instrument in a safe, dry place.

Use a case or cover to protect it from dust and damage.
